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Summary

The Office of Economic and Statistical Research (OESR) undertook a socio-
economic review of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area (GBRCA) in February
and March 2005. The purpose of the review is to provide the Great Barrier Reef
Marine Park Authority (GBRMPA) with a time series analysis of results from the
Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) 2001 Census of Population and Housing,
combined with analyses of data from other sources, such as marine related data, for
the communities in the GBRCA.

The demographics of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

At the time of the 2001 Census, the total number of persons counted in the GBRCA
was 818,201, with the majority of these persons stating that they were counted at
home (90.9 per cent). Persons counted in the GBRCA represented 22.8 per cent of
total persons counted in Queensland (Table 1).

As at 30 June 2003, the preliminary estimated resident population of the GBRCA
was 836,843 persons, representing 22.0 per cent of Queensland’s preliminary
estimated resident population. The estimated resident population from 1998 to 2003
in the GBRCA grew at an average annual rate of 1.1 per cent, compared with 1.9 per
cent for Queensland (Table 2).

Based on medium series population projections, the GBRCA estimated resident
population” is expected to grow to over one million persons by the year 2026
(1,057,740 persons). Based on these projections, the average annual growth rate is
expected to be 1.2 per cent between 2001 and 2026, with an anticipated average
annual increase of 11,239 persons over this period (Table 3).

Sex and age of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area population

For every 100 males counted in the GBRCA at the time of the 2001 Census, there
were 97 females counted. For Queensland, the sex ratio was reversed with 102
females counted for every 100 males counted (Table 4).

The 45 to 64 years age group recorded the highest number and proportion of
persons in the GBRCA in 2001. Persons in this age group were also the highest for
Queensland. Persons in a dependent age group2 accounted for 33.8 per cent of the
total GBRCA population and 33.7 per cent of the total Queensland population. The
GBRCA had a slightly higher proportion of persons aged 0 to 14 years compared
with Queensland. However, Queensland recorded a slightly higher representation of
persons aged 65 years and over (Tables 5 and 6).

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The overall number of persons classified as dependants (persons aged 0 to 14 years
and persons aged 65 years and over) increased from 1991 to 2001. Persons aged 0
to 14 years decreased as a proportion of the total GBRCA population, while persons
aged 65 years and over increased as a proportion of the total GBRCA population.
Persons aged 45 to 64 years increased significantly from 1991 to 2001 in terms of
both their number and their proportion of the total GBRCA population (Table 7).

The cultural characteristics of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

In 2001, the GBRCA featured a prominent Indigenous culture, highly concentrated in
specific local government areas. Of the total Indigenous persons counted in
Queensland, 48.7 per cent (54,964 persons) were counted in the GBRCA at the time
of the 2001 Census. Indigenous persons counted in the GBRCA represented 6.7 per
cent of the total GBRCA population (Table 8).

Household type and family type in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

A total of 204,830 families were counted in the GBRCA in 2001, accounting for 21.9
per cent of the total families counted in Queensland (933,928). Of total families in the
GBRCA, nearly half (45.6 per cent or 93,429 families) were classified as a couple
family with children, slightly higher than the Queensland proportion at 44.7 per cent
(Tables 9 and 10).

Four-fifths of persons in occupied private dwellings (80.3 per cent or 613,285
persons) stated that their relationship in the household was as a related family
member (81.4 per cent for Queensland). A further 8.4 per cent (63,913 persons)
were in a lone person household (8.7 per cent for Queensland), 3.2 per cent (24,313
persons) were in a group household (3.8 per cent for Queensland) and 0.9 per cent
(7,023 persons) stated that they were an unrelated individual living in a family
household (1.0 per cent for Queensland) (Table 11).

Dwelling structure and tenure type in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

The most common form of occupied private dwelling structure in the GBRCA in 2001
was a separate house, accounting for 78.1 per cent (236,708 dwellings) of all
occupied private dwelling structures (77.1 per cent for Queensland). The next
highest type of occupied private dwelling structure was a flat, unit or apartment,
accounting for 10.6 per cent (32,014 dwellings) of all occupied private dwellings
structures (12.1 per cent for Queensland). Other private dwelling structures, which
include caravans, cabins, houseboats, improvised homes, tents and sleepers out,
accounted for 6.2 per cent (18,899 dwellings) of all occupied private dwelling
structures (3.1 per cent for Queensland). Of the total other occupied private dwelling
structures, just over three-quarters were a caravan, cabin or houseboat, with the
remainder relatively equally shared between an improvised home and a structure
attached to another building (Table 12).

Houses that were fully owned were the most common tenure type of all occupied
private dwellings in the GBRCA, accounting for 36.1 per cent (109,553 dwellings) of
total occupied dwellings in 2001 (36.7 per cent for Queensland). Occupied private
dwellings being purchased® accounted for 22.9 per cent (69,363 dwellings) of all
occupied private dwellings in the GBRCA (25.8 per cent for Queensland), and rented
dwellings accounted for a further 31.7 per cent (95,984 dwellings) (30.1% for
Queensland) (Table 13).

Education and computer/internet usage in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment
Area

Persons aged 15 years and over in the GBRCA recorded an overall lower level of
educational schooling attainment when compared with total persons aged 15 years
and over counted in Queensland. At the time of the 2001 Census, 49.4 per cent
(313,143 persons) of the total GBRCA population stated that they had completed
year 10 or below and 39.3 per cent (249,361 persons) stated that they had
completed year 11 or 12, compared with 44.9 per cent (1,266,521 persons)
completing year 10 or below in and 44.5 per cent (1,255,617 persons) completing
year 11 or 12 in Queensland (Table 14).

Computer usage at home in the GBRCA in 2001 was slightly lower than the overall
usage recorded for Queensland (36.5 per cent for GBRCA and 41.3 per cent for
Queensland). The total usage* of the internet across the GBRCA was also slightly
lower than the rate recorded for Queensland (30.7 per cent for GBRCA and 35.7 per
cent for Queensland) (Table 15).

Labour force characteristics of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

Of total persons aged 15 years and over in the GBRCA in 2001, 61.0 per cent
(386,850 persons) stated that they were in the labour force (60.6 per cent for
Queensland). Of this group, 92.0 per cent (355,709 persons) stated that they were
employed (89.0 per cent for Queensland). The unemployment rate in the GBRCA at
the time of the Census was 8.0 per cent (31,141 persons) (8.2 per cent for
Queensland) (Table 16).

Income characteristics of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

The income ranges and their corresponding proportions shown in Table 17 for
individual and household income are very similar for the GBRCA and Queensland.
However, the GBRCA recorded a slightly lower representation of households with an
annual income of $78,000 and over.

Marine related characteristics of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

Five craft types are reported by Queensland Transport for vessel registration
purposes. These craft types include unspecified vessels, speedboat vessels,
motorboat vessels, jet ski vessels and unknown vessels. For the unspecified,
speedboat and motorboat vessels, the highest number of registrations for the period
2001 to 2004 were recorded in 2003. Jet ski vessels had their highest number of
registrations in 2004. The craft size of 3.01 metres to 4.0 metres was the most
predominant size of vessels being registered for all of the craft types except jet ski

vessels.

In March 2005, a total of 179 boat ramps were counted in the GBRCA and the
surrounding local government area impacting upon the GBRCA.

A total of 735 tourist operations® were identified in the GBRCA in March 2005.
Whitsunday Shire recorded the highest proportion of these businesses, accounting
for 26.3 per cent (193 businesses) of all GBRCA tourist operations (Table 18).

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Introduction

The Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area (GBRCA) covers an area that extends as far
south as Bungil Shire, north to Torres Strait Shire and as far west as Aurukun Shire.
The GBRCA in its entirety is defined by the aggregation of 44 local government
areas”® (LGAs) in Queensland (Figure 1).

This statistical resource document covers demographic, cultural, social, economic
and marine related conditions in defined communities of the GBRCA, including data
on age, sex, cultural background, family, dwellings and tenure, education, computer
use, labour force status, industry of employment, income, vessel registrations, visitor
days to the Great Barrier Reef Marine Park (GBRMP) and number and type of
commercial fishing businesses and marine tourism businesses.

The maijority of demographic, social and economic data are sourced from the
Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) Censuses of Population and Housing, 1991,
1996 and 2001. The marine related data are sourced directly from GBRMPA. Data
and analysis have been provided at the LGA, sub-region and GBRCA geographic
levels. Sub-areas are defined by either individual LGAs or the aggregation of LGAs.

The report includes a summary, an introduction, and a methodology for analysing the
information. The body of the report is divided into five sections: the demographics of
the area, the cultural characteristics of the area, other social characteristics,
economic characteristics and marine related characteristics. The detailed data tables
are contained in appendices. Finally, a glossary has been included at the end of the
report.

Methodology

The extent of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area (GBRCA) is defined
geographically by regions described in the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS)
Australian Standard Geographical Classification (ASGC). As the majority of data
used in the demographic, social and economic sections of this report were sourced
directly from the ABS, the ASGC local government area geographic level was used
as the basis for defining the region and presenting the data. These LGAs were then
aggregated into sub-areas and the GBRCA.

The basic ASGC level used to source ABS data was the local government area
(LGA). A total of 44 compete LGAs were defined as comprising the overall GBRCA
area (Figure 1). These LGAs were Atherton Shire, Aurukun Shire, Banana Shire,
Bauhinia Shire, Belyando Shire, Bowen Shire, Broadsound Shire, Bundaberg City,
Bungil Shire, Burdekin Shire, Burnett Shire, Cairns City, Calliope Shire, Cardwell
Shire, Charters Towers City, Cook Shire, Dalrymple Shire, Douglas Shire, Duaringa
Shire, Eacham Shire, Emerald Shire, Fitzroy Shire, Gladstone City, Herberton Shire,
Hinchinbrook Shire, Jericho Shire, Johnstone Shire, Kolan Shire, Livingstone Shire,
Mackay City, Mareeba Shire, Mirani Shire, Miriam Vale Shire, Monto Shire, Mount
Morgan Shire, Nebo Shire, Peak Downs Shire, Rockhampton City, Sarina Shire,
Taroom Shire, Thuringowa City, Torres Shire, Townsville City and Whitsunday Shire.

Local government areas were also aggregated to create specific sub-areas already
pre-defined by the Great Barrier Reef Marine Park Authority (GBRMPA). The
GBRMPA defined a total of five sub-areas based on LGAs located in the GBRCA
(Figure 2, p 13). The basis for the sub-areas was the various Native Title
Representative Bodies located in Queensland. For the majority of the sub-areas,
there were other LGAs which were not located in the GBRCA but which were located
in the Native Title Representative Area. For the purpose of this report, LGAs not
located in the overall GBRCA yet located in a Native Title Representative Area were
excluded from the sub-area and from any further analysis. As a consequence and so
there was no confusion by readers, the sub-areas were called by the name of their
corresponding Native Title Representative Area, with the GBRCA abbreviation
placed at the front of each sub-area’s name.

Two sets of ABS Census profile tables were used as the source for the majority of
LGA data. These two sets of tables were the Basic Community Profile Tables based
on the 2001 Census results and the Time Series Profile Tables based on 1991, 1996
and 2001 Census results. Census data analysed include various characteristics of
the population such as age, cultural background, family, dwelling and tenure,
income, education, and labour force status. Specific and more detailed Indigenous
related data came from a third set of ABS Census profile tables, the Indigenous
Profile Tables. These were used for an in-depth analysis of Indigenous and non-
Indigenous characteristics such as education and labour force.

All of the Census data used in this report relate to the population enumerated on
Census night. Thus, where a person is physically located on Census night is where
they are recorded for enumeration purposes, regardless of whether that location
represents their usual place of residence. Most products from the Census provide
characteristics of people in the area in which they were enumerated.




Other data used in this report where the source was not the Censuses of Population
and Housing 1991, 1996 and 2001 were either sourced from other collections of the
ABS or from another government body, such as the population projections sourced
from the Queensland Department of Local Government and Planning. Where
applicable, the data relate to the 2001 ASGC. However, as the more recent
estimated resident population data were used, the ASGC for these data was 2003.
In 2002, the ABS changed LGA boundaries in Australia to include Aboriginal
Councils and Island Councils. This created 27 new LGAs in the GRBCA. Table 19
shows both the 2001 and 2002 ASGC areas in the GBRCA. Estimated resident
population data are the only data in this report that are based on the 2003 ASGC.

All of the marine related data were supplied by GBRMPA, with the majority of the
data sourced back to the Queensland Department of Transport. These data include
vessel registrations, existing boat ramps and tourist operations. The vessel
registration data were only available at the GBRCA geographic level. Existing boat
ramp and tourist operations data were available for selected LGAs. The data at the
LGA geographic level were aggregated to create GBRCA geographic level data.

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Note on the quality of Indigenous data

This report includes a review of the cultural characteristics of the Great Barrier Reef
Catchment Area and specifically examines Indigenous persons based on analysis of
available data.

There are various issues associated with the collection, recording and reporting of
Indigenous statistics, and this note outlines some of the key issues that should be
taken into consideration when interpreting Indigenous data.

One of the main issues associated with Indigenous statistics is identification. There
are no set physical or other criteria that determine if a person is Indigenous, nor is
there any obligation for anyone to self-identify, or to be identified, as Indigenous. A
consequence of the identification issue is that Indigenous persons can be
undercounted in data collections, including not only the national census but also
surveys such as crime, courts, health, and education collections.

The extent of under-identification has been generally largest in major urban areas
and least in rural and remote regions.

It is generally considered that the national Census of Population and Housing
conducted by the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) every five years provides the
most accurate count of the number of Indigenous persons in any area. This is
supported by the fact that the recording of Indigenous status in the Census collection
form is entirely based on self-identification (for adults), with no threat of retribution or
penalty if one’s Indigenous status is (or is not) revealed. A very high proportion of
Australians (about 97%) are directly counted in the Census and sub-groups of the
population that are routinely undercounted (including Indigenous persons) are well
understood by the ABS and are adjusted for. All of the Indigenous data used for the
analysis in the cultural characteristics section of this report have been sourced from
the 1991, 1996 and 2001 Censuses of Population and Housing.

However, it should be noted that research undertaken by Queensland Health and
later by the Centre for Aboriginal Economic Policy Research at the Australian
National University and the Queensland Centre for Population Research at the
University of Queensland (commissioned by OESR and the Department of Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander Policy) suggests that in relation to Indigenous persons
living in rural and remote Indigenous communities, the degree of undercount (as
opposed to under-identification) appears to vary from small (a few per cent) to
considerable (about 30%).

The primary reasons for a possible undercount of Indigenous persons can vary from
area to area. However, the general results from the research undertaken above
suggest that there are some common themes linked to undercounting in remote
Indigenous communities. Themes include relatively higher levels of mobility of
Indigenous persons, especially travelling between communities, perceived
reluctance to register members of a household above accommodation limits set for
public housing, and possible culturally based lack of understanding of and/or support
for the national Census.

In order to gain an understanding of how these common themes evolved and to
ascertain the extent of undercounts of Indigenous persons from Census data, the
various studies conducted above focused on examining and comparing
administrative data collections from sources other than the Census. Administrative
data from school enrolments, admissions to hospitals, social security and other
government databases were analysed along with results from the 2001 Census. In
some instances, administrative databases recorded higher numbers of Indigenous
persons than that recorded in the Census. For example, school enrolments data
analysed for selected areas suggested relatively higher numbers of Indigenous
persons of school age than that recorded in the Census.

Research conducted by the Centre for Aboriginal Economic Policy Research (Martin
et al, 2002) also supports the contention that perhaps Census counts are relatively
less accurate in remote Indigenous communities than would normally be the case for
urban communities. This research was conducted in three Indigenous Communities
in the Northern Territory in 2001 and focused on examining the actual Census
enumeration process. Results from the study implied that very strong cultural and
language differences within remote communities were linked to relatively less
accurate Census data. For example, language difficulties may result in Census
questions not being answered accurately, if at all. Results of this study also
suggested that there were specific problems associated with the interpretation and
reporting of education, income, occupation and employment questions.

Indigenous data analysed and used in this report are based on local government
boundaries and sourced from either the Basic Community Profile Tables, the Time
Series Profile Tables or the Indigenous Profile Tables from the ABS 2001 Census of
Population and Housing. These data are based on the place of enumeration, i.e.
where a person was physically located on the night of the 2001 Census and not
necessarily their place of usual residence.

Notwithstanding concerns with the quality of Indigenous data raised by the reports
referred to above, the national Census remains the best source for the most
accurate, comprehensive and up-to-date data on Indigenous persons (and their
associated characteristics) in the local government areas of the Great Barrier Reef
Catchment Area.
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1  The demographics of the Great Barrier Reef
Catchment Area

The majority of the data used in this section were sourced from the Basic Community
Profile Tables of the 2001 Census of Population and Housing. As a result, and where
this source has been used, the data are based on the place of enumeration of a
person at the time of the Census. In the original ABS Basic Community Profile
Tables, overseas visitors are included in the total population for the majority of the
tables. For this report, overseas visitors have been excluded.

The analysis in this section has been divided into several sub-sections. For each
general characteristic, the data have been analysed at both the Great Barrier Reef
Catchment Area (GBRCA) geographic level and then at the local government area
(LGA) geographic level. Detailed data in tabular form can be found in Appendix B.
Sometimes, where a detailed analysis has been undertaken in the text, there is no
corresponding table in the appendix due to the size and complexity of the variables.

Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area population

At the time of the 2001 Census, 818,201 persons were counted in the GBRCA
(Appendix B, Table 20, p 58). Of these, 90.9 per cent (743,546 persons) stated that
they were counted at home®, with the remaining 9.1 per cent (74,634 persons)
stating that they were visitors from within Australia.

Of the total persons not counted at home (74,634 persons) but counted in the
GBRCA on the night of the 2001 Census, 9.4 per cent (7,021 persons) stated that
they usually resided in the same statistical local area (SLA)® that they were counted
in, and 49.7 per cent (37,059 persons) stated that they usually resided in other SLAs
in Queensland. Of the remaining Australian visitors counted in the GBRCA on the
night of the 2001 Census, 15.8 per cent (11,765 persons) usually resided in New
South Wales, 15.5 per cent (11,553 persons) usually resided in Victoria and 9.7 per
cent (7,236 persons) usually resided in the other states and territories of Australia.

At the time of the 1991 Census, a total of 726,774 persons were counted in the
GBRCA, which means the area had an increase in population of 91,427 persons in
the ten year period to 2001. The most significant rise occurred between 1991 and
1996, with an increase of 67,271 persons. This increase accounted for nearly three-
quarters of the total growth over the ten year period (Appendix B, Table 21, p 59).

On a usual residence basis, a total of 783,730 persons stated that at the time of the
2001 Census they usually resided in the GBRCA.

° Although this figure represents the total number of persons who stated that they were counted at

home at the time of the 2001 Census, it does not reflect the total number of persons who usually
resided in the GBRCA.

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Estimated resident population data for small areas are calculated on an annual basis
and represent the population estimated to be residing in an area as at 30 June in
each year. For the GBRCA, the preliminary estimated resident population as at 30
June 2003" was 836,843 persons, accounting for 22.0 per cent of the total estimated
resident population of Queensland. From 1998 to 2003, there was an increase of
45,425 persons estimated to be residing in the GBRCA, representing an average
annual growth of 1.1 per cent (Appendix B, Table 22, p 60).

Medium series population pro;'iections undertaken in 2003 projected the GBRCA
estimated resident population® to increase from 777,110 persons in 2001 to
1,057,740 persons by the year 2026, representing an average annual growth of 1.2
per cent or a projected average increase of 11,239 persons per annum to the area
(Appendix B, Table 23, p 62).

At the time of the 2001 Census, 77.6 per cent (600,566 persons) of the area’s
population® stated that they were counted at the same address one year prior to the
2001 Census. This proportion decreased to just over 50 per cent'® (366,717
persons) when persons were asked if they were counted at the same address five
years prior to the 2001 Census (Appendix B, Tables 24 and 25, p 63 and 64).

Local government area populations

As shown in Figure 6 (p 24), the GBRCA population in 2001 was unevenly spread
across the area, ranging from 1,018 persons counted in Jericho Shire to 143,665
persons counted in the twin cities of Thuringowa and Townsville.

The combined LGAs of Cairns City (122,057 persons), Townsville City and
Thuringowa City accounted for more than one-third of the GBRCA population, at
34.2 per cent (265,722 persons). Mackay City’s population accounted for a further
9.6 per cent (74,573 persons) of the total GBRCA population, followed by
Rockhampton City recording 7.5 per cent (57,864 persons) of all persons counted in
the area (Appendix B, Table 20, p 58).

In contrast to the LGAs with the highest proportion of persons counted in the
GBRCA, 16 LGAs each recorded less than 1 per cent of the area’s total population.
This ranged from 0.1 per cent (1,018 persons) in Jericho Shire to 0.8 per cent (6,564
persons) in Broadsound Shire of the total persons counted in the GBRCA (Appendix
B, Table 20, p 58).

While there were large differences in the numbers of persons counted between the
local government areas in the GBRCA, the results also showed a disparity across

LGAs in terms of the proportion of persons who were counted at home on the night
of the 2001 Census. This is an important result as it highlights the LGAs that have a

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high proportion of persons who were temporarily in an LGA for a specific purpose
such as work or travel.

Five LGAs recorded less than 80 per cent of their total population as being counted
at home. These were Douglas Shire (70.6 per cent), Nebo Shire (76.9 per cent),
Whitsunday Shire (77.0 per cent), Cook Shire (77.3 per cent) and Bauhinia Shire
(79.4 per cent). It is assumed that the high proportion of persons not counted at
home for many LGAs in the GBRCA is due to a particular economic activity where a
large number of people move into and out of an area, such as tourism in Douglas
and Whitsunday Shires and mining in Nebo Shire (Appendix B, Table 20, p 58).

From 1991 to 2001, 16 LGAs in the GBRCA recorded a decrease in the total number
of persons counted in their city or shire. Duaringa Shire recorded the largest fall in
the number of persons, with a decline of 2,490 persons over the period (10,248
persons in 1991 to 7,758 persons by 2001). In contrast, Cairns City recorded the
largest increase in the number of persons over the ten year period (22,000 persons
from 1991 to 2001) (Appendix B, Table 21, p 59). Figure 7 (p 25) shows the
percentage of change across the LGAs in the GBRCA and highlights the LGAs
recording the largest increases in the number of persons compared with the
remaining GBRCA LGAs.

According to medium series population projections, Cairns City is expected to
experience the largest average annual growth in estimated resident population from
2001 to 2026 in the GBRCA (2,679 persons per year). The other large regional
centres, except for Rockhampton City, are also expected to increase by over 1,000
persons per year over this period. These regional centres are Thuringowa City
(1,741 persons per year), Mackay City (1,193 persons per year) and Townsville City
(1,063 persons per year). The medium series data also projects that 14 LGAs in the
GBRCA will experience a decrease in resident population over this period. Duaringa
Shire is anticipated to record the largest decline with an average of 110 persons per
year from 2001 to 2026 (Appendix B, Table 23, p 62).

Sex and age of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area population

At the time of the 2001 Census, the total male population (414,673 males) counted in
the GBRCA was slightly higher than the total female population (403,528 females),
giving a ratio of 103 males to every 100 females (Appendix B, Table 26, p 65).

The 45 to 64 years age group recorded the highest number of persons in the
GBRCA. This age group represented 23.4 per cent (191,147 persons) of the area’s
total population. Persons aged 30 to 44 years accounted for 22.6 per cent (185,178
persons) of the total GBRCA population. This was closely followed by persons aged
0 to 14 years, accounting for 22.5 per cent (184,059 persons) of the total population,
the 15 to 29 years age group with 20.2 per cent (165,607 persons) and the 65 years
and over age group with 11.3 per cent (92,214 persons) (Appendix B, Tables 32 and
33,p71).

Figure 3 (p 22) shows that for the age groups up to 30 years, there were slightly

higher numbers of males compared with females in the GBRCA in 2001. However,
for the 20 to 24 years age group, the total numbers of both males and females
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decreased notably after 19 years of age and then started to increase again at 25
years. The 30 to 44 years age group was fairly comparable between males and
females, with female representation being slightly higher than for males. For the age
groups between 45 years and 74 years, the numbers of males were greater than the
number of females. For persons aged 75 years and over, females were predominant.

Figure 4 (p 22) further highlights the stronger representation of males up to the age
of 24 years in the GBRCA, and again from the 45 to 49 years age group to the 70 to
74 years age group. Females increasingly dominated the older age groups.

The proportion of persons aged 0 to 14 years and 15 to 29 years decreased slightly
in the GBRCA over the period 1991 to 2001, from 24.3 per cent to 22.5 per cent and
from 23.7 per cent to 20.2 per cent respectively. Both the number and proportion of
persons aged 15 to 29 years decreased notably, declining from 172,333 persons in
1991 to 165,607 in 2001. This decrease could be due to educational and/or work
reasons (Appendix B, Tables 35 and 36, p 71).

The proportion of persons aged 30 to 44 years remained relatively unchanged from
1991 to 2001 with only a slight decrease in this age group’s representation. From
1991 to 2001, persons aged 45 to 64 years increased by 53,640 persons. This
represented the largest increase in total number for any of the broad age groups.
The proportion of persons aged 45 to 64 years also increased, from 18.9 per cent in
1991 to 23.4 per cent in 2001. The proportion of persons aged 65 years and over
increased slightly from 9.8 per cent (71,395 persons) to 11.3 per cent (92,205
persons) over this period (Appendix B, Tables 35 and 36, p 71). Figure 5 (p 23)
shows a more detailed breakdown of age group by five year age groups over the ten
year period. As is shown on this graph the proportion of persons aged from 0 to 39
years was higher at the time of the 1991 Census compared with results from the
2001 Census. However, at the time of the 2001 Census, persons aged 40 years and
over recorded a higher representation of the population then with persons counted in
1991.

The dependent age groups11 of 0 to 14 years and 65 years and over accounted for
33.8 per cent (276,270 persons) of the total GBRCA population in 2001. Of the total
dependants, two-thirds (66.6 per cent or 184,059 persons) were aged 0 to 14 years
(Appendix B, Tables 37 and 38, p 72 and 73).

Sex and age of the local government area populations

Across the LGAs in the GBRCA, the proportion of males to females was generally
consistent. However, five LGAs recorded over 55 per cent of their population as
male in 2001, with Nebo Shire being the highest, recording 65.3 per cent of its
population as male (Appendix B, Table 27, p 66).

Eight LGAs in the GBRCA had over 37 per cent of their populations classified as
dependants. Apart from Torres Shire where three-quarters of the shire’s dependants
were aged between 0 to 14 years, the other seven LGAs of Atherton Shire,
Bundaberg City, Herberton Shire, Hinchinbrook Shire, Johnstone Shire, Monto Shire

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and Mount Morgan Shire all recorded higher proportions of their dependants in the
65 years and over age group compared with the other LGAs. The higher
representation of non-dependants was recorded in Broadsound Shire, Douglas
Shire, Nebo Shire and Whitsunday Shire, with over 70 per cent of each population
being classified as non-dependants (Appendix B, Tables 37 and 38, p 72 and 73).
Figure 8 shows the proportion of dependants for each LGA in the GBRCA and
provides a further breakdown of the type of the dependant (either O to 14 years or 65
years and over) in each LGA.

Fertility and mortality of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area population

From 2000 to 2002, a total of 34,149 births were registered to females who stated
that their usual residence was in the GBRCA.

Over the three year period from 2001 to 2003, a total of 14,532 deaths were
registered where the place of usual residence of the deceased was in the GBRCA
(Appendix B, Table 46, p 81).

The major underlying cause of death recorded for usual residents of the GBRCA
from 2001 to 2003 was diseases of the circulatory system, which include ischaemic
heart disease and cerebrovascular diseases (stroke). Circulatory system diseases
accounted for 35.5 per cent (5,151 persons) of the total causes of death to usual
residents in the area. The next highest cause of death to usual residents of the
GBRCA was neoplasms, accounting for 29.8 per cent (4,332 persons) of the total
causes of death to usual residents in the area. Neoplasm diseases include malignant
neoplasms of the colon and malignant neoplasms of the trachea, bronchus and
lungs (Appendix B, Table 47, p 81).

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2 The cultural characteristics of the Great Barrier Reef
Catchment Area

The Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area (GBRCA) has a relatively strong
representation of Indigenous persons. This section mainly examines demographic,
social and economic characteristics of Indigenous persons. The majority of
Indigenous data were sourced directly from the Indigenous Profile Tables of the ABS
Census of Population and Housing, 2001.

The analysis in this section has been divided into several sub-sections. Population
and demographic data of Indigenous persons have been analysed at both the Great
Barrier Reef Catchment Area (GBRCA) geographic level and then at the local
government area (LGA) geographic level. All of the data that have been used for this
part of the analysis can be found in Appendix B. A more detailed analysis of
Indigenous and non-Indigenous data has also been undertaken and is presented
below in the other characteristics of Indigenous and non-Indigenous populations sub-
section. For this detailed analysis, there are no corresponding tables in the appendix
due to the size and complexity of the variables. The fertility and mortality data of
Indigenous persons in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment area can be found in
Appendix B.

Indigenous population in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

In 2001, the GBRCA featured a prominent Indigenous culture, highly concentrated in
specific local government areas as in shown in Figure 10. Of the total Indigenous
persons counted in Queensland at the time of the 2001 Census, 48.7 per cent
(54,964 persons) were counted in the GBRCA. Indigenous persons counted in the
GBRCA represented 6.7 per cent of the total GBRCA population.'? However, the
representation of Indigenous persons in each of the LGAs varied significantly, with a
range of 0.3 per cent (7 persons) of the total Taroom Shire population to 87.6 per
cent (904 persons) of the total Aurukun Shire population (Appendix B, Table 48, p
812.

Over the period 1991 to 2001, an additional 16,464 persons in the GBRCA identified
themselves as Indigenous (38,499 persons in 1991 and 54,963 persons in 2001). As
a proportion of the total population in the GBRCA, Indigenous persons increased
from 5.3 per cent in 1991 to 6.7 per cent in 2001 (Appendix B, Table 49, p 82).

In terms of the Indigenous status of Indigenous persons in the GBRCA in 2001, 65.4
per cent (35,945 persons) were Aboriginal, 23.4 per cent (12,880 persons) were
Torres Strait Islander and 11.2 per cent (6,139 persons) were of both Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander origin (Appendix B, Tables 50 and 51, p 84 and 85).

Indigenous persons in the local government area populations

The total number of Indigenous persons varied substantially between LGAs in the
GBRCA in 2001, ranging from 7 Indigenous persons counted in Taroom Shire to

' At the time of the 2001 Census, a further 34,248 persons in the GBRCA did not state on their
Census form if they were Indigenous or non-Indigenous.
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11,062 Indigenous persons counted in Cairns City. Of the total Indigenous
population in the GBRCA, over one-fifth (20.7 per cent or 11,062 persons) were
counted in Cairns City. A further 13.8 per cent (7,407 persons) were counted in the
twin cities of Thuringowa and Townsville, closely followed by 13.3 per cent (7,137
persons) in Torres Shire (Appendix B, Table 48, p 82).

Across the LGAs in the GBRCA, the proportion of Indigenous persons also varied
substantially and is clearly highlighted in Figure 10 (p 33). The highest proportions
were in Aurukun Shire (87.6 per cent), Torres Shire (73.8 per cent) and Cook Shire
(30.3 per cent). Five other LGAs in the GBRCA recorded at least 10 per cent of their
populations as Indigenous (Appendix B, Table 48, p 82).

Figure 11 (p 34) shows that the distribution of indigenous persons by Indigenous
status was clearly defined by geographic location within the GBRCA in 2001. The
highest number of Torres Strait Islander persons were counted in Torres Shire
(5,579 persons), with this LGA also recording the highest proportion of Torres Strait
Islander persons within its total Indigenous population (78.2 per cent). Cairns City,
Cardwell Shire, Mackay City, Mirani Shire, Monto Shire and Sarina Shire all recorded
over 20 per cent of their Indigenous populations as Torres Strait Islander origin
(Appendix B, Tables 51 and 52, p 85 and 86).

Apart from Taroom Shire’s Indigenous population all being recorded as Aboriginal,
nine other LGAs in the GBRCA had over 90 per cent of their Indigenous populations
classified as Aboriginal, with the Aurukun Shire Aboriginal population accounting for
99.0 per cent (895 persons) of all Indigenous persons counted in the shire (Appendix
B, Tables 51 and 52, p 85 and 86).

Sex and age of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area Indigenous population

At the time of the 2001 Census, 50.4 per cent (27,725) of Indigenous persons in the
GBRCA were females while 49.6 per cent (27,239) were males (Appendix B, Tables
53 and 54, p 86 and 87 ). Across the various age groups, the Indigenous male
representation was higher only for the age group 0 to 14 years.

Figure 9 (p 32) highlights both a younger and more dependent age structure of the
Indigenous population in the GBRCA compared with the non-Indigenous population.

From 1991 to 2001, the dependent age groups of Indigenous persons 0 to 14 years
and 65 years and over have remained relatively unchanged in terms of their
representation to the total Indigenous population in the GBRCA. The 0 to 14 years
age group fell from 39.9 per cent in 1991 to 39.5 per cent in 2001, while the 65 years
and over age group was 3.0 per cent in both years The total number of Indigenous
persons aged 0 to 14 years increased by more than 6,000 persons over this period
(Appendix B, Tables 58 and 59, p 89).

3 Dependent age groups are defined as persons aged 0 to 14 years and 65 years and over.
Although the Indigenous population had a higher proportion of persons classified as dependants, the
maijority were in the 0 to 14 years age group.
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Education characteristics of Indigenous and non-Indigenous persons

At the time of the 2001 Census, 8.5 per cent (4,687 persons) of the total Indigenous
population in the GBRCA stated that they spoke an Australian Aboriginal or Torres
Strait Islander language at home as their main language. Of the total Indigenous
persons counted in Queensland who stated that they spoke an Australian Aboriginal
or Torres Strait Islander language at home as their main language, the majority were
counted in the GBRCA (83.7 per cent). Figure 12 (p 35) clearly shows that only
specific LGAs in the GBRCA recorded higher proportions of persons stating that they
spoke an Australian Indigenous Language at home compared with the other LGAs in
the GBRCA. Aurukun Shire recorded the highest representation of persons stating
that they spoke an Australian Indigenous Language at home.

Education levels, including level of schooling and post-school qualifications
achieved, were lower for Indigenous persons compared with non-Indigenous
persons. At the time of the 2001 Census, 32.1 per cent (10,662 persons) of the
Indigenous population aged 15 years and over in the GBRCA stated that they had
completed at least one of the senior high school levels' compared with 41.3 per
cent (237,121 persons) of the non-Indigenous population aged 15 years and over.

A further 52.3 per cent (17,388 persons) of the Indigenous population aged 15 years
and over stated that they had completed either year 10 or below compared with 51.0
per cent of non-Indigenous persons. Of these Indigenous persons, 30.4 per cent
(5,284 persons) stated that they had only completed year 8 or below compared with
23.4 per cent (68,501) of non-Indigenous persons.

Only 1.8 per cent (583) of the total Indigenous population aged 15 years and over
stated that they had never attended school compared with 0.5 per cent (2,798) of
non-Indigenous persons.

Indigenous persons in the GBRCA in 2001 stating that they had either a
postgraduate degree or graduate diploma / graduate certificate as their highest level
of non-school qualification accounted for 0.4 per cent (123 persons) of the total
Indigenous population aged 15 years and over compared with 1.9 per cent or 11,119
non-Indigenous persons aged 15 years and over. A further 1.5 per cent (513
persons) of Indigenous persons aged 15 years and over had a bachelor degree as
their highest non-school qualification, substantially lower than the 7.1 per cent
(40,511 persons) of non-Indigenous persons aged 15 years and over with a bachelor
degree.

Indigenous persons with an advanced diploma, diploma or certificate were more
strongly represented, with 10.3 per cent (3,437 persons) of Indigenous persons aged
15 years and over stating that they had completed at least a certificate qualification
compared with 23.0 per cent (132,370 persons) of non-Indigenous persons aged 15
years and over.

" Year 11 or equivalent or Year 12 or equivalent.
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Compulsory school age in Queensland is from 5 to 14 years. At the time of the 2001
Census, only 86.4 per cent (12,670 persons) of Indigenous persons aged 5 to 14
years in the GBRCA were attending an educational institution compared with 95.7
per cent (101,604 persons) of non-Indigenous persons aged 5 to 14 years. Of total
Indigenous population aged 15 to 19 years, just over one-quarter (25.9 per cent or
9,969 persons) stated that they were attending an educational institution compared
with 33.8 per cent (32,065 persons) of non-Indigenous persons aged 15 to 19 years.

Of total Indigenous population in the GBRCA at the time of the 2001 Census, 2.5 per
cent (1,370 persons) stated that they were attending a technical or further
educational institution (compared with 1.9 per cent or 14,019 non-Indigenous
persons), 1.3 per cent (720 persons) stated that they were attending a university or
other tertiary institution (compared with 3.0 per cent or 21,791 non-Indigenous
persons) and 0.4 per cent (241 persons) stated that they were attending an ‘other’
type of technical, further educational or tertiary institution (compared with 0.5 per
cent or 3,714 non-Indigenous persons).

Labour force characteristics of Indigenous and non-Indigenous persons

Just over half of Indigenous persons aged 15 years and over in the GBRCA in 2001
stated that they were in the labour force (52.3 per cent or 17,357 persons) compared
with 63.9 per cent (366,894 persons) of non-Indigenous persons. Of the total
Indigenous persons in the labour force 80.7 per cent (14,012 persons) stated that
they were employed, giving an unemployment rate of 19.3 per cent for Indigenous
persons compared with 7.5 per cent for non-Indigenous persons.

Of total employed Indigenous persons in the GBRCA, one-quarter (24.9 per cent or
3,495 persons) recorded their source of employment as being the Community
Development Employment Program (CDEP)."™ Of total Indigenous persons aged 15
to 24 years in the GBRCA, the unemployment rate was 26.9 per cent (1,304
persons), the highest among Indigenous persons in the area. Of the total number of
unemployed Indigenous persons, 38.8 per cent were found in this age group.

Fertility and mortality of Indigenous and non-Iindigenous persons in the Great
Barrier Reef Catchment Area

From 2000 to 2002, a total of 7,724 births were registered to Indigenous females
who stated that their usual residence was in the GBRCA compared with 28,700
births to non-Indigenous females. Of the total number of births registered to all
females usually residing in the GBRCA (34,149 births), births to Indigenous females
accounted for 22.6 per cent over the three year period.

Over the period 2001 to 2003, a total of 857 deaths were registered to Indigenous
persons where the place of usual residence of the deceased was in the GBRCA
compared with 13,467 deaths to non-Indigenous persons. Of the total number of
deaths registered to persons usually residing in the GBRCA (14,532 deaths), deaths

> CDEP was developed as a response to employment needs in Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
Communities (see Glossary for further information on CDEP).
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to Indigenous persons accounted for 5.9 per cent over the three year period
(Appendix B, Table 60, p 90).

The major underlying cause of death recorded for Indigenous persons who were
usual residents in the GBRCA from 2001 to 2003 was diseases of the circulatory
system, which include ischaemic heart disease and cerebrovascular diseases
(stroke). Circulatory system diseases accounted for 27.3 per cent (234 persons) of
all causes of death to Indigenous persons. Circulatory system diseases were also
the major cause of death for non-Indigenous persons and for the total GBRCA
population (Appendix B, Tables 61 and 62, p 90).

The next highest cause of death to Indigenous persons was recorded as neoplasms,
accounting for 18.1 per cent (155 persons) of all causes of death. Neoplasms were
also the second highest cause of death for non-Indigenous persons and for the total
GBRCA population (Appendix B, Tables 61 and 62, p 90).

In contrast to the non-Indigenous population in the GBRCA, causes of death to
Indigenous persons were nearly double the representation for external causes of
morbidity and mortality (14.7 per cent for Indigenous persons compared with 7.9 per
cent for non-Indigenous persons). Endocrine, nutritional and metabolic diseases
were also higher as a cause of death to Indigenous persons as opposed to non-
Indigenous persons (9.2 per cent for Indigenous persons compared with 3.9 per cent
for non-Indigenous persons) (Appendix B, Tables 61 and 62, p 90).

Other cultural backgrounds in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

At the time of the 2001 Census, 641,373 persons stated that they were born in
Australia, representing 82.8 per cent of the total population counted in the GBRCA.
Persons born in the United Kingdom accounted for the highest representation of
those born overseas. Of the total GBRCA population, 3.6 per cent (27,843 persons)
stated that they were born in the United Kingdom, followed by 2.1 per cent (16,176
persons) of all persons stating that they were born in New Zealand.

In the GBRCA, nearly 90 per cent (692,156 persons) of all persons counted stated
that they spoke English as their main language at home. Persons who spoke Italian
as their main language at home accounted for the highest group who spoke a
language other than English (1.0 per cent of the total GBRCA population or 8,013
persons), followed by 0.6 per cent (4,899 persons) of the population stating that they
spoke an Australian Indigenous language at home as their main language.

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3 Other social characteristics of the Great Barrier Reef
Catchment Area

Due to the considerable amount of social data available, particularly from the ABS
2001 Census of Population and Housing, the analysis in this section groups similar
social characteristics. The first part reviews the composition of Great Barrier Reef
Catchment Area (GBRCA) households, followed by a review of the type of housing
the population was counted in along with the type of tenure that exists for housing. In
order to gain an understanding of the educational levels of the GBRCA population,
specific education data were analysed. This is followed with a summary of computer
and internet usage.

For each general characteristic, the data have been analysed at both the GBRCA
geographic level and at the local government area (LGA) geographic level. Detailed
data in tabular form can be found in Appendix B. Sometimes, where a detailed
analysis has been undertaken in the text, there is no corresponding table in the
appendix due to the size and complexity of the variables.

Household type and family type in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area
Family types

A total of 204,830 families were counted in the GBRCA in 2001, with 45.6 per cent
(93,429 families) of these families classified as a couple family with children. Couple
families without children accounted for a further 37.1 per cent (76,039 families) and
one parent families accounted for 15.7 per cent (32,185 families) of the total families
in the GBRCA (Appendix B, Tables 63 and 64, p 91).

Of total persons classified as being in a family in the GBRCA, 60.0 per cent (367,976
persons) were in a couple family with children, 24.5 per cent (149,957 persons) were
in a couple family without children and 14.4 per cent (88,52 persons) were in a one
parent family (Appendix B, Tables 65 and 66, p 91).

Household types

Of the total GBRCA population in an occupied private dwelling at the time of the
2001 Census, 80.3 per cent (613,285 persons) stated that their relationship in the
household was as a related family member. Of the remaining persons in an occupied
private dwelling, 8.4 per cent (63,913 persons) stated that they were in a lone person
household, 3.2 per cent (24,313 persons) stated that they were in a group household
and 0.9 per cent (7,023 persons) stated that they were an unrelated individual living
in a family household. Of the total persons counted in an occupied private dwelling,
7.2 per cent (54,951 persons) indicated that they were a visitor only from within
Australia (Appendix B, Table 67, p 91).

Although the total number of persons in a family household in the GBRCA increased
from 1991 to 2001, the proportion of persons in this type of household decreased
slightly from 88.9 per cent (557,550 persons) to 86.7 per cent (613,284 persons).
The number of persons stating that they were in a lone person household increased
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by 24,113 persons, with the overall representation of persons in this type of
household increasing from 7.2 per cent (45,029 persons) in 1991 to 9.8 per cent
(69,142 persons) in 2001. The total number of persons in a group household stayed
relatively unchanged over the ten year period (from 24,910 persons in 1991 to
25,299 persons in 2001) (Appendix B, Tables 68 and 69, p 92).

Household type and family type in the local government area populations
Family types

The highest number of families were counted in the LGAs with the highest overall
population, including Cairns City, Mackay City, Rockhampton City, Thuringowa City
and Townsville City. However, across all of the LGAs in the GBRCA, the type of
families varied significantly in their level of representation (Appendix B, Tables 70
and 71, p 93 and 94).

Figure 13 (p 42) shows that the representation of family types across the GBRCA
LGAs varied. Couple families with children were represented disparately across
LGAs in the GBRCA in 2001, ranging from 33.8 per cent (244 families) of families in
Mount Morgan Shire to 62.4 per cent (468 families) of families in Peak Downs Shire.
Couple families without children were also represented disparately across the area,
ranging from 17.9 per cent (333 families) in Torres Shire to 48.9 per cent (341
families) in Monto Shire. One parent families had the highest representation in
Aurukun Shire, accounting for just over 40 per cent (85 families) of total families in
this shire. Interestingly, Torres Shire, the other LGA typically defined as an
Indigenous Community due to the high proportion of Indigenous representation,
recorded just over one-quarter (26.4 per cent or 492 families) of families as one
parent families (Appendix B, Tables 70 and 71, p 93 and 94).

Household types

The proportion of persons in a family household'® as a related member in the
GBRCA in 2001 varied among LGAs from 80.9 per cent to 96.5 per cent. Aurukun
Shire and Torres Shire recorded the highest proportions (96.5 per cent and 93.3 per
cent respectively). Conversely, persons as a related member of a family household
in Douglas Shire, Townsville City and Mount Morgan Shire accounted for the lowest
proportions (80.9 per cent, 81.6 per cent and 81.9 per cent respectively) (Appendix
B, Tables 73 and 74, p 96 and 97).

Of the remaining household types, a total of 13 LGAs in the GBRCA had at least 10
per cent of persons in a lone person household, with Mount Morgan Shire recording
the highest proportion at 15.4 per cent (388 persons). Persons stating that they were
a member of a group household were highest in Douglas Shire, Townsville City,
Whitsunday Shire and Cairns City (7.2 per cent, 6.5 per cent, 6.4 per cent and 5.3
per cent respectively) (Appendix B, Tables 73 and 74, p 96 and 97). Figure 14

(p 43) further highlights household types across the LGAs in the GBRCA.

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Dwelling structure and tenure type in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

The most common form of private dwelling structure in the GBRCA in 2001 was a
separate house, accounting for 70.1 per cent (236,708 dwellings) of all private
dwelling structures. The next highest type of private dwelling structure was a flat, unit
or apartment, accounting for 9.5 per cent (32,014 dwellings) of all private dwelling
structures. Other private dwelling structures, which include caravans, cabins,
houseboats, improvised homes, tents and sleepers out, accounted for 5.6 per cent
(18,899 dwellings) of all private dwelling structures (Appendix B, Tables 76 and 78, p
99). Of the total other private dwelling structures, just over three-quarters were a
caravan, cabin or houseboat, with the remainder relatively equally shared between
an improvised home and a structure attached to another building.

Of the total persons counted in an occupied private dwelling in the GBRCA in 2001,
84.9 per cent (662,561 persons) were in a separate house and 6.9 per cent (53,962
persons) were in a flat, unit or apartment. Persons counted in a caravan, cabin or
houseboat represented 3.5 per cent (27,055 persons) of all persons in an occupied
private dwelling. A further 0.5 per cent (3,826 persons) of persons counted in an
occupied private dwelling stated that they were in an improvised home, tent or
sleepers out (Appendix B, Table 79, p 100).

From 1991 to 2001, there were increases in total numbers but no significant change
in the proportions of different types of private dwelling structures in the GBRCA. The
number of separate houses increased by 56,496 dwellings, representing the highest
increase in total number of a type of dwelling (Appendix B, Tables 80 and 81, p 100).

Houses that were fully owned were the most common tenure type of private
dwellings in the GBRCA, accounting for 32.4 per cent (109,553 dwellings) of
dwellings in 2001. Of the total private dwellings that were fully owned, 85.7 per cent
(93,882 dwellings) were a separate house, while 9.0 per cent were classified as an
‘other’ type of dwelling. Private dwellings being purchased'” accounted for 20.5 per
cent (69,363 dwellings) of all private dwellings in the GBRCA, of which 94.7 per cent
or 65,672 dwellings were a separate house (Appendix B, Tables 76 and 77, p 99).

Total private dwellings being rented accounted for 28.4 per cent (95,984 dwellings)
of all private dwellings in the GBRCA in 2001. The highest representation of all flats,
units and apartments were classified as rental. Of the total private dwellings being
rented, 63.0 per cent (60,484 dwellings) were a separate house, 23.9 per cent
(22,895 dwellings) were a flat, unit or apartment and 8.6 per cent (8,222 dwellings)
were a semi-detached, row or terrace house, or townhouse. Private dwellings being
rented through a state or territory housing authority accounted for 11.5 per cent
(11,060 dwellings) of the total private dwellings being rented (Appendix B, Tables 76
and 77, p 99).

From 1991 to 2001, private dwellings being purchased increased by 23,942 in the
GBRCA. The proportion of private dwellings being purchased also increased, from
18.9 per cent (45,430 dwellings) in 1991 to 22.9 per cent (69,372 dwellings) in 2001
(Appendix B, Tables 82 and 83, p 101).

" Includes dwellings being purchased under a rent-buy scheme.
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While the number of private dwellings that were fully owned increased by just over
15,000 during the ten year period, the proportion decreased from 39.0 per cent
(93,911 dwellings) in 1991 to 36.1 per cent (109,550 dwellings) in 2001. The
proportion of private dwellings being rented decreased by 2.0 percentage points
between 1991 and 2001 (from 33.7 per cent to 31.7 per cent) 2001 (Appendix B,
Tables 82 and 83, p 101).

Dwelling structure and tenure type of the local government area populations

Separate houses were the most predominant type of dwelling structure in the
GBRCA in 2001, with all LGAs, apart from Douglas Shire, recording over 50 per cent
of their dwelling structures as a separate house. Of the total private dwellings in
Douglas Shire, 43.9 per cent (2,762 dwellings) were a separate house, with the next
highest type of dwelling recorded as a flat, unit or apartment (22.4 per cent or 660
dwellings) (Appendix B, Tables 84 and 85, p 102 and 103).

Caravans, cabins and houseboat structures were more predominant in the LGAs that
were either known as tourism related areas or in LGAs where a specific social or
other economic characteristic in that LGA was recorded. The tourism related LGAs
included Bowen Shire (12.1 per cent or 750 dwellings), Cardwell Shire (12.1 per cent
or 558 dwellings), Douglas Shire (12.7 per cent or 801 dwellings) and Whitsunday
Shire (15.6 per cent or 1,142 dwellings) (Appendix B, Tables 84 and 85, p 102 and
103).

While home ownership was the most common tenure type of private dwellings in the
GBRCA, the proportion of dwellings that were fully owned in the GBRCA LGAs
ranged from 0.0 per cent (O dwellings) in Aurukun Shire to 58.2 per cent (626
dwellings) in Monto Shire. Thuringowa Shire recorded the highest proportion of the
Thuringowa occupied private dwellings as being purchased with 40.2 per cent (6,786
dwellings) of all dwellings in Thuringowa. Across all LGAs in the GBRCA, Cairns City
recorded the highest number of dwellings that were either fully owned (12,765
dwellings) or being purchased (11,504 dwellings) (Appendix B, Tables 87 and 88, p
105 and 106).

Occupied private dwellings being rented in the GBRCA ranged from 12.2 per cent
(161 dwellings) in Douglas Shire to 79.2 per cent (141 dwellings) in Aurukun Shire.
Four LGAs in the GBRCA each recorded at least half of their occupied private
dwellings as rental. These included Aurukun Shire (79.2% or 141 dwellings), Torres
Shire (65.6% or 1,564 dwellings), Nebo Shire (55.3% or 384 dwellings) and Peak
Downs Shire (51.6% or 517 dwellings). Of the total rentals in LGAs across the
GBRCA, Thuringowa City had the highest proportion of rentals that were further
classified as a housing authority rental, accounting for 20.0 per cent (954 dwellings)
of the rented occupied private dwellings in Thuringowa (Appendix B, Tables 87 and
88, p 105 and 106). Figure 15 (p 44) also highlights the differences across the
GBRCA LGAs and their tenure types.
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Educational profile of the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

Of all persons counted in the GBRCA at the time of the 2001 Census, 71.8 per cent
(587,561 persons) stated that they were not attending any type of educational
institution. At the time of the 2001 Census, 10.3 per cent (83,963 persons) of all
persons were attending infants/primary school and 6.3 per cent (51,521 persons) of
all persons were attending secondary school. Preschool attendance accounted for a
further 1.5 per cent (12,019 persons) of all persons in the GBRCA (Appendix B,
Table 90, p 108).

Of the total GBRCA population aged 15 years and over, nearly half (49.3%) stated
that they had completed at least year 10 or the equivalent by the time of the 2001
Census, with just over 60 per cent of these persons actually completing year 10. A
further 39.4 per cent (199,521 persons) of the GBRCA population aged 15 years and
over stated that they had completed either year 11 or year 12 or the respective
equivalents. Persons counted in the GBRCA stating that they never attended school
accounted for 0.5 per cent (3,466 persons) of total persons aged 15 years and over
(Appendix B, Table 91, p 108).

At the time of the 2001 Census, 17.0 per cent (107,679 persons) of all persons aged
15 years and over stated that they had obtained some form of formal certificate
qualification as their highest level of non-school qualification. This was followed by
persons stating that their highest level of non-school qualification was a bachelor
degree, with 6.5 per cent (41,190 persons) of total persons obtaining this level of
non-school qualification. Persons aged 15 years and over with an advanced diploma
or diploma accounted for 4.6 per cent (29,136 persons) of all persons in the GBRCA.
Just over half of the GBRCA population aged 15 years and over stated that they had
no non-school qualification (Appendix B, Tables 92 and 93, p 108).

From 1991 to 2001 there was a decrease in the representation of persons who did
not record any sort of formal non-school qualification (from 64.9 per cent in 1991 to
58.9 per cent in 2001). As a result, the main increase in the representation of
persons obtaining a level of formal qualification occurred with persons obtaining
some form of certificate qualification (14.1 per cent in 1991 to 17.0 per cent in 2001).
There was also an increase of 20,865 persons counted in the GBRCA stating that
their highest level of non-school qualification was a bachelor degree, with the
representation of persons increasing from 3.7 per cent (20,325 persons) in 1991 to
6.5 per cent (41,190 persons) in (Appendix B, Tables 92 and 93, p 108).

Computer and internet usage in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

At the time of the 2001 Census, all persons were asked if they had used a personal
computer at home in the week prior to the Census. At this time, 36.5 per cent
(298,471 persons) of persons in the GBRCA stated that they had used a computer
home in that week (Appendix B, Tables 102 and 103, p 116).

The 15 to 19 years age group recorded the highest proportion of persons stating that
they used a computer at home in the GBRCA in 2001, with over half (55.9 per cent
or 32,370 persons) using a computer at home. This was followed by the 0 to 14
years age group, with 39.8 per cent (73,174 persons) of these persons using a
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computer at home. Less than 10 per cent (7.7 per cent or 7,707 persons) of all
persons aged 65 years and over stated that they had used a computer at home
(Appendix B, Tables 102 and 103, p 116).

Persons aged 0 to 14 years accounted for nearly one-quarter (24.5% or 73,174
persons) of the total persons in the GBRCA stating that they had used a computer at
home, followed by the 35 to 44 years age group, accounting for 19.9 per cent
(59,457 persons) of all persons using a computer. In contrast to these age groups,
persons aged 65 years and over only accounted for 2.4 per cent of all persons using
a computer at home (Appendix B, Tables 102 and 103, p 116).

People were also asked if they had used the internet at home and/or at work and/or
elsewhere in the week prior to the 2001 Census. Of the total GBRCA population,
30.7 per cent (251,190 persons) stated that they had used the internet. The highest
usage of the internet in the week prior to the Census was at home only, with this
group representing 52.3 per cent (131,370 persons) of all persons who used the
internet. A further 14.8 per cent (37,226 persons) of all persons using the internet
stated they used it at both home and work, and 4.6 per cent (11,549 persons) stated
that they used it at both home and elsewhere (Appendix B, Tables 105 and 107, p
117).

There are no time series data available for computer and internet use as the
questions relating to this topic were asked for the first time in the 2001 Census.

Computer and internet usage in the local government area populations

Apart from Aurukun Shire and Torres Shire, all other LGAs in GBRCA recorded at
least 20 per cent of their populations stating that they had used a computer a home
in the week preceding the 2001 Census. As is shown on Figure 16 (p 45), six LGAs
(Belyando Shire, Broadsound Shire, Calliope Shire, Gladstone City, Peak Downs
Shire, Thuringowa City and Townsville City) recorded over 40 per cent of their
populations using a computer at home (Appendix B, Table 108, p 118).

Internet usage either at home and/or at work and/or elsewhere was lower
proportionally across the LGAs when compared with computer usage at home.
Townsville City recorded the highest proportion of persons using the internet,
accounting for 38.1 per cent (35,358 persons) of the total Townsville City population.
Again, Aurukun Shire and Torres Shire had the lowest proportion of persons using
the internet (Appendix B, Table 108, p 118). Figure 16 (p 45) provides a further
breakdown of where the internet was used, either at home and / or at work and / or
elsewhere by each LGA.

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Social and Economic Indices for local government areas in Queensland

The Social and Economic Indices for Areas (SEIFA) are four indices containing
social and economic characteristics of areas, compiled from data from the ABS 2001
Census of Population and Housing. The four indices are:

1. Index of Relative Socio-Economic Disadvantage

2. Index of Relative Socio-Economic Advantage/Disadvantage
3. Index of Economic Resources

4. Index of Education and Occupation.

As the scores for the indices are calculated at the ASGC 2001 collection district (CD)
level, the ABS recommends to report the indices’ results at this level. If data are
reported at a higher geographic level, then extreme caution should be used in the
interpretation. The results of any of the indices do not reflect the socio-economic
status of persons but represent the socio-economic status of areas.

The index of most use for this report is the Index of Relative Socio-Economic
Advantage/ Disadvantage. Figure shows the results of this index at the local
government area (LGA) geographic level.

The Index of Relative Socio-Economic Advantage/Disadvantage is defined by
several key social and economic data from the 2001 Census. Characteristics include
data related to education, internet usage, family type and relationship in household,
family income, labour force status and occupation (see Appendix A — Data used to
define the Index of Relative Socio-Economic Advantage/ Disadvantage, page 56).

Figure 17 (p 47) shows that two LGAs in the GBRCA were classified in the most
disadvantaged range. These were Kolan Shire and Mount Morgan Shire. The index
range for both of these shires was at least two standard deviations from the average
range recorded for all Queensland LGAs."® In contrast, a total of nine LGAs in the
GBRCA were classified in the most advantaged range. These LGAs were Belyando
Shire, Broadsound Shire, Bungil Shire, Cairns City, Douglas Shire, Emerald Shire,
Nebo Shire, Peak Downs Shire and Townsville City.

'® The average range of this index was 894 to 935, with 40.8 per cent (51 LGAs) of Queensland

LGAs being recorded in this range. Kolan Shire and Mount Morgan Shire within the GBRCA were
recorded in the lowest range of this index, between 831 and 851. LGAs in the lowest range across
Queensland accounted for 4.0 per cent (5 LGAs) of total Queensland LGAs.

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4 Labour force and economic characteristics of the Great
Barrier Reef Catchment Area

This section specifically reviews economic data related to the labour force and
employment characteristics of persons employed in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment
Area (GBRCA), income data including individual and household incomes, building
approvals data, exports data and tourism related data.

The labour force and income data were sourced directly from the ABS Censuses of
Population and Housing 1991, 1996 and 2001. Building approvals data and exports data
were also sourced from the ABS. However, these data were collected from other ABS
administrative and survey databases and not from the Census. The tourist
accommodation data used in this analysis were sourced from the tourist accommodation
survey conducted on a quarterly basis by the ABS. The Regional Tourism Activity Monitor
data were sourced from a survey conducted by Tourism Queensland.

The analysis in this section has been divided into several sub-sections. For the general
labour force and employment characteristics, the data have been analysed at both the
GBRCA geographic level and then at the local government area (LGA) level. For other
data, an analysis has been undertaken at the GBRCA geographic level only. Detailed
data in tabular form can be found in Appendix B. Sometimes, where a detailed analysis
has been undertaken in the text, there is no corresponding table in the appendix due to
the size and complexity of the variables.

Labour force characteristics in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

At the time of the 2001 Census, 386,850 persons stated that they were either employed
or actively looking for work in the four weeks preceding the Census. This group, being
defined as the labour force, represented 61.0 per cent of the total GBRCA population
aged 15 years and over. Of the total persons in the labour force in the GBRCA, 92.0 per
cent (355,709 persons) stated that they were employed (Appendix B, Tables 109 and
110, p 119).

By reviewing the labour force status of individual age groups, it can be seen that certain
age groups recorded different levels of labour force participation when compared with
others. For persons aged 20 to 54 years, the labour force participation rate was 76.6 per
cent (309,271 persons). Conversely, and as would be expected, considering this age
group is classified as being dependent, persons aged 65 years and over recorded the
lowest proportion in the labour force at 8.5 per cent (7,793 persons) in 2001. Persons
aged 55 to 64 years recorded the next lowest proportion of its population as being in the
labour force (47.0 per cent or 37,706 persons), followed by persons aged 15 to 19 years
(55.4 per cent or 32,080 persons) (Appendix B, Tables 109 and 110, p 119).

Moving through the GBRCA labour force age groups, unemployment rates progressively
declined. The unemployment rate for persons aged 15 to 19 years was 17.1 per cent
whereas the unemployment rate for persons aged 65 years and over was 2.3 per cent
(Appendix B, Tables 109 and 110, p 119).

From 1991 to 2001, the number of employed persons in the GBRCA increased by 54,074,
with more than 75 per cent of this growth occurring between 1991 and 1996. From 1991
onwards, the proportion of full-time employed persons declined, with the proportion of
persons employed part-time gradually increasing. Part-time employment represented
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more than half of the total employment growth occurring between 1991 and 2001
(Appendix B, Tables 112 and 113, p 120).

The overall unemployment rate declined from 10.9 per cent in 1991 to 8.1 per cent in
2001 (Appendix B, Tables 112 and 113, p 120).

Of total employed persons in the GBRCA in 2001, males accounted for 56.4 per cent
(200,501 males). Males also recorded the highest proportion of total persons employed
full-time, at 67.2 per cent (154,469 males). The unemployment rate for males was 8.5 per
cent compared with 7.5 per cent for females.

Labour force characteristics in the local government populations

Figure 18 (p 53) shows that at the time of the 2001 Census, the proportion of persons in
the labour force varied across the LGAs in the GBRCA, ranging from 35.9 per cent (800
persons) in Mount Morgan Shire to 77.4 per cent (1,189 persons) in Bungil Shire
(Appendix B, Tables 114 and 115, p 121 and 122).

Of total persons employed in the GBRCA, the large majority of LGAs recorded full-time
employment of 60 per cent or greater. Employed persons in Aurukun Shire represented
the lowest proportion of persons who were employed full-time in 2001 at 27.3 per cent
(111 persons) (Appendix B, Tables 114 and 115, p 121 and 122).

The unemployment rate for most LGAs was less than 10 per cent, with the exception of
Mount Morgan Shire (23.3 per cent), Herberton Shire (16.4 per cent), Kolan Shire (16.3
per cent), Miriam Vale Shire (15.5 per cent), Bundaberg City (12.6 per cent) and Burnett
Shire (11.4 per cent) (Appendix B, Tables 114 and 115, p 121 and 122).

Employment by industry in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

At the time of the 2001 Census, the largest industry in the GBRCA was the retail trade
industry (52,601 persons, representing 14.8 per cent of total employment), followed by
manufacturing (31,690 persons, representing 8.9 per cent of total employment) and
agriculture, forestry and fishing (31,227 persons, representing 8.8 per cent of total
employment) (Appendix B, Table 117, p 124).

The industry employing the greatest number of males was manufacturing (12.8 per cent
of all males employed), followed by retail trade (11.6 per cent) and agriculture, forestry
and fishing (11.1 per cent). The industry employing the greatest number of females was
retail trade (18.9 per cent), followed by health and community services (15.9 per cent)
and education (12.4 per cent) (Appendix B, Table 118, p 124).

From 1991 to 2001, the largest increase in employed persons in the GBRCA was
recorded in the retail trade industry (an increase of 12,495 persons), followed by health
and community services (an increase of 10,564 persons) and property and business
services (an increase of 9,340 persons). These increases were also reflected in the larger
proportion of total employment represented by these industries in 2001 (Appendix B,
Tables 119 and 120, p 125).
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Employment by industry in the local government populations

Employment by industry varied greatly across the LGAs in the GBRCA. By comparing an
LGAs percentage of employment in a particular industry with that of Queensland, a
specialisation ratio can be obtained to gauge a region’s relative reliance on an industry for
employment.

In 2001, the highest degrees of specialisation occurred in the industries of government,
agriculture and mining. Of persons employed in Aurukun Shire, 76.4 per cent were
employed in the government, administration and defence industry compared with 4.8 per
cent for Queensland as a whole. Torres Shire (51.9 per cent) and Cook Shire (21.7 per
cent) also had a high proportion of persons employed in this industry in comparison to
Queensland (Appendix B, Tables 121 and 122, p 126 to 129).

Taroom Shire (53.0 per cent) and Jericho Shire (51.4 per cent) had the highest degree of
specialisation occurring in the agriculture, forestry and fishing industry in comparison to
Queensland as a whole (4.9 per cent). In the mining industry, Nebo Shire (38.2 per cent)
Broadsound Shire (34.7 per cent), Peak Downs Shire (33.6 per cent) and Belyando Shire
(32.9 per cent) had the highest proportions of employed persons in comparison to
Queensland (1.2 per cent) (Appendix B, Tables 121 and 122, p 126 to 129).

Of the remaining employing industries in the GBRCA, the highest recorded specialisation
ratios occurred in Douglas Shire (3.9) and Whitsunday Shire (3.5) in the accommodation,
cafes and restaurants industry. In comparison to Queensland’s proportion of total persons
employed in this industry (5.6 per cent), the tourist destinations of Douglas Shire and
Whitsunday Shire recorded 21.6 per cent and 19.5 per cent respectively of total persons
employed in this industry (Appendix B, Tables 121 and 122, p 126 to 129).

High proportions of employment in comparison to Queensland occurred in the transport
industry in Sarina Shire (12.1 per cent compared with 4.9 per cent for Queensland), the
manufacturing industry in Calliope Shire (24.2 per cent compared with 10.7 per cent for
Queensland), the health and community industry in Mount Morgan Shire (19.1 per cent
compared with 9.6 per cent for Queensland) and the education industry in Charters
Towers City (13.5 per cent compared with 7.6 per cent for Queensland) (Appendix B,
Tables 121 and 122, p 126 to 129).

Top employing industry classes

A detailed breakdown of industries by employment across the GBRCA indicates that the
ANZSIC'® four digit industry class of accommodation employed the greatest number of
persons (10,424) in 2001. This industry class was followed by primary education (9,810
employed persons), supermarket and grocery stores (9,132 employed persons), local
government administration (8,998 employed persons) and sugar cane growing (8,093
employed persons). All other industry classes employed less than 8,000 persons
(Appendix B, Table 124, p 132).

Income levels in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area
There were three types of income categories that were collected by the ABS at the time of

the 2001 Census. These categories include individual income, household income and
family income (further information on income definitions can be found in the Glossary at

19 Australian and New Zealand Standard Industrial Classification.
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the end of this report). This section specifically examines the individual income and
household income results from the 2001 Census.

Individual income

The highest representation of persons aged 15 years and over in the GBRCA receiving
an annual individual income was in the range of $15,600 to $31,199 per year with just
over one-quarter (26.3% or 166,581 persons) of persons stating this range as their annual
income. This was closely followed by 22.8 per cent (144,427 persons) of all persons
aged 15 years and over stating an annual individual income between $8,320 to $15,599.
Individual persons earning over $78,000 annually accounted for 2.8 per cent (17,963
persons) of all persons aged 15 years and over (Appendix B, Tables 126 and 127, p 134).

Of total persons aged 15 years and over counted in the GBRCA at the time of the 2001
Census, 5.9 per cent (37,374 persons) stated that they received a negative or nil annual
individual income (Appendix B, Tables 126 and 127, p 134).

Household income

The highest representation of households in the GBRCA receiving an annual household
income was in the range of $15,600 to $31,199 with nearly one-quarter (23.3% or 64,438
households) of all households stating this range as their annual household income. This
was closely followed by 21.8 per cent (60,271 households) of all households stating an
annual household income between $31,200 and $51,999. Households earning between
$78,000 and $103,999 accounted for 8.4 per cent (23,142 households) of all GBRCA
households while households stating an annual household income of over $104,000
accounted for 5.0 per cent (13,783 households) (Appendix B, Tables 128 and 129, p
134).

Of the total households counted in the GBRCA at the time of the 2001 Census, 0.8 per
cent (2,298 households) stated that their combined annual household income was either
negative or nil (Appendix B, Tables 128 and 129, p 134).

Other economic characteristics in the Great Barrier Reef Marine Catchment Area
Building approvals

In the 12 months ended 31 December 2004, there were 8,009 dwelling units approved in
new residential buildings in the GBRBA. These approvals were valued at $1,468.8 million
and represented 20.5 per cent of the total value of Queensland’s new residential
approvals during the period (Appendix B, Table 136, p 141).

The total value of non-residential building approvals in the GBRCA in the 12 months
ended 31 December 2004 was $551.7 million, which represented 17.3 per cent of the
value of these approvals in Queensland (Appendix B, Table 136, p 141).

Commodity exports

Commodity exports are those that had a final stage of production or manufacture in the
GBRCA and Queensland. There were twelve main trade ports in the GBRCA that
exported Queensland commodities in 2003-04. These included Abbot Point, Bowen,
Bundaberg, Cairns, Gladstone, Hay Point, Innisfail, Lucinda, Mackay, Rockhampton,
Thursday Island and Townsville. The nominal value of overseas commodity exports
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originating in Queensland exported from the GBRCA ports in 2003-04 was $12,205.5
million. This represented 63.0 per cent of the value of Queensland’s overseas
merchandise exports through ports in the State (Appendix B, Table 137, p 142).

Tourist accommodation

For the year ended 30 June 2004, the GBRCA had 421 of Queensland’s hotel, motel,
resort, guest house and serviced apartment accommodation establishments (with 15 or
more rooms). These establishments contained 20,078 guest rooms. The average
occupancy rate for guest rooms in the GBRCA was 58.1 per cent (Appendix B, Table 138,
p 143).

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5 The marine related characteristics of the Great Barrier
Reef Catchment Area

The following section details specific marine characteristics in the Great Barrier Reef
Catchment Area (GBRCA). All of the data was supplied by the Great Barrier Reef
Marine Park Authority, with the majority of the data sourced back to the Queensland
Department of Transport.

The analysis of vessel registrations is only undertaken at the GBRCA geographic
level. However, data at the local government area level were available for both
existing boat ramps and tourist operations. All of the data that have been used for
this analysis can be found in Appendix B.

Vessel registrations in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

A total of five craft types are reported by Queensland Transport for vessel
registration purposes. These craft types include unspecified vessels, speedboat
vessels, motorboat vessels, jet ski vessels and unknown vessels (Appendix B,
Tables 140 to 147, p 145 to 147).

For unspecified, speedboat and motorboat vessels, the highest number of
registrations in the GBRCA occurred in 2003. For all three vessel types, the craft
size 3.01 metres to 4.0 metres was predominant over the four year period from 2001
to 2004 (Appendix B, Tables 140 to 145, p 145 to 147).

The highest number of jet ski vessel registrations in the GBRCA occurred in 2004
with a total of 8,968 registrations, an increase of 896 from 2003 (Appendix B, Table
146, p 147).

A total of 128,179 vessel registrations in the GBRCA were recorded as unknown
vessels in 2004. The craft size of 3.01 metres to 4.0 metres was also predominant
among these vessels, accounting for a total of 44.6 per cent of vessel registrations
where vessel type was unknown (Appendix B, Table 147, p 148).

Existing boat ramps in the Great Barrier Reef Catchment Area

As of March 2005, a total of 179 existing boat ramps were counted in the LGAs in
the GBRCA and the surrounding LGAs impacting upon the GBRCA (Appendix B,
Table 148, p 149).

Tourist operations by local government areas in the Great Barrier Reef
Catchment Area

As of March 2005, a total of 735 tourist operations®® were identified in the GBRCA.
Whitsunday Shire recorded the highest proportion of these businesses, accounting
for 26.3 per cent (193 businesses) of all GBRCA tourist operations. This was
followed by tourist businesses located in Cairns City, accounting for 17.8 per cent
(131 businesses) (Appendix B, Table 149, p 150).

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Glossary
ABS: Australian Bureau of Statistics.

Age left school: Age left school classifies the age at which a person left primary or
secondary school and is a proxy indicator of the educational level attained by people.
Categories are also provided for people still at school, and those who did not go to
school. The age of leaving school is used instead of level of schooling because of
differences in, and changes to, educational systems. This is an important variable for
planning education facilities and assessing the educational level of the population.

Australian and New Zealand Standard Industrial Classification (ANZSIC): The
ANZSIC was developed by the ABS for the collection and dissemination of industry
statistics. It is a hierarchically structured classification with a number of levels of
detail to satisfy different statistical purposes.

Australian Standard Geographical Classification (ASGC): The ASGC was
developed by the ABS for the collection and dissemination of geographic statistics. It
is a hierarchically structured classification with a number of spatial units to satisfy
different statistical purposes.

Collection District (CD): The census Collection District (CD) is the smallest
geographic area defined in the Australian Standard Geographical Classification. A
CD is represented by a unique seven digit code. For the 2001 Census there was an
average of about 225 dwellings in each CD. In rural areas the number of dwellings
per CD declines as population densities decrease.

Community Development Employment Program (CDEP): This scheme was
developed in 1976 as a response to remote Aboriginal communities’ requests for
local employment to be created, with a particular focus on community development.
The CDEP enables members of Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander communities to
exchange unemployment benefits for opportunities to undertake work and training in
activities which are managed by a local Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander
community organisation.

In 1985 CDEP was expanded to include Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
communities living in rural and urban areas. Previously, CDEP was funded and
supported by the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Commission (ATSIC), who
allocated grants to participating community organisations that employ members of
the local community. With the abolition of ATSIC, this role was taken over by
mainstream government agencies from 1 July 2004.

CDEP participants are included in the employed category of the labour force
status/status in employment census classification, and as a separate category in the
Industry of Employment census classification.

Estimated Resident Population (ERP): This is the official ABS estimate of the
Australian population. The ERP is based on results of the Census and is compiled as
at 30 June of each Census year and updated quarterly between censuses. These
intercensal estimates of the resident population are revised each time the Census is
taken (i.e. five yearly).
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Family type: Families are classified in terms of the relationships that exist between a
single family reference person and each other member of that family. The family type
variable in the census distinguishes between different types of families based on the
presence or absence of couple relationships or other blood relationships, in that
order of preference.

The variable is derived from people enumerated in the household who usually reside
there, and who share a familial relationship. Partners and dependent children usually
present but temporarily absent are also included in this derivation. Boarders and
other non-family members are excluded.

Group household: The ABS defines a group household as a household consisting
of two or more unrelated people where all persons are aged 15 years or over. There
are no reported couple relationships, parent-child relationships or other blood
relationships in these households.

For the 1991 Census, at least one member of a household had to be over the age of
15 for the household to be coded as a group household.

From the 1996 Census, an unrelated child (e.g. boarder) under the age of 15 years
who lived in a household with one or more usual residents was coded as forming a
parent-child relationship within that household. These households become family
households, not group households.

Household income: This variable is the sum of the personal incomes of each
resident present in the household. If any person aged 15 years and over is
temporarily absent, or if any person has income not stated, household income is set
to ‘partial income stated’ and the condition indicated by the variable household
income derivation indicator.

If there are persons temporarily absent, or a negative/no income has been stated for
persons present on census night, these persons do not contribute to the household
income that is derived for that household.

Individual income: This variable records the income level of people aged 15 years
and over. People are asked to state their usual gross weekly income, which is the
income before tax, superannuation, health insurance, and other deductions are
made.

Gross income includes family allowance, family allowance supplement, pensions,
unemployment benefits, student allowances, maintenance (child support),
superannuation, wages, salaries, overtime, dividends, rents received, interest
received, business and farm income (less operating expenses) and workers’
compensation received.

People are not asked to state their exact income, only to indicate the range into
which their income falls.

Income from some sources may be negative. As income from most sources is
reported before deduction of expenses incurred in the earning of the income, these
incomes are always a positive figure. However, business income from own
unincorporated enterprises and income from rental properties is collected net of
expenses incurred in the raising of this income. Therefore, income derived from
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business or from rental properties may be a negative value. The total income may
therefore be a negative value. To record this information, a ‘negative income’
category has been included for the 2001 Census.

Indigenous locations : Indigenous locations are single CDs or aggregates of CDs
which have a population of at least 80 Indigenous persons. Indigenous locations
aggregate to Indigenous areas and cover the whole of Australia.

Indigenous status: The origin question on the census form asks whether each
person is of Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander origin. The purpose of the
question is to provide data about both groups of Australia’s Indigenous people.
Torres Strait Islanders are the descendants of the Indigenous people of the Torres
Strait, between the tip of Cape York and Papua New Guinea.

Labour force: For 2001 Census purposes, the labour force includes people aged 15

years and over who:

e work for payment or profit, or as an unpaid helper in a family business, during the
week prior to census night;

e have a job from which they are on leave or otherwise temporarily absent;

e are on strike or stood down temporarily; or

e do not have a job but are actively looking for work and available to start work.

The following people are classified as being in the labour force:
e employed people (i.e. the first three groups above); and
¢ unemployed (i.e. the last group above).

People aged 15 years and over who are not employed or unemployed are classified
as not in the labour force. This includes many students, and people who are retired,
pensioners and people engaged solely in home duties.

Language: This variable identifies any language other than English, spoken at
home. The classification contains the languages and groups of languages most likely
to be used in Australia.

LGA: Local government area.

Lone person household: This is where a person makes provision for his/her own
food and other essentials in living, without combining with any other person to form
part of a multi-person household. He/she may live in a dwelling on his/her own or
shares a dwelling with another individual or family.

OESR: Office of Economic and Statistical Research.

Statistical Local Area (SLA): The Statistical Local Area (SLA) is an Australian
Standard Geographical Classification (ASGC) defined area which consists of one or
more Collection Districts (CDs). SLAs are local government areas (LGAs), or parts
thereof. Where there is no incorporated body of local government, SLAs are defined
to cover the unincorporated areas. SLAs cover, in aggregate, the whole of Australia
without gaps or overlaps.

Usual residence: The 2001 Census form contains three questions on usual
residence. Question 7 asked where each person usually lived on census night,
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Question 8 asked where each person usually lived one year ago and Question 9
asked where each person usually lived five years ago.

Usual residence is defined in the notes provided with Question 7 as ‘... that address
at which the person has lived or intends to live for a total of 6 months or more in
2001’, ‘for people who now have no usual address, write no usual address’ and ‘for
boarders at boarding school or college, give the address of the school or college’.
This instruction was not given in censuses prior to 1986 and often these people
incorrectly reported their family home as their place of usual residence.
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
